· The nominee must not be more than 10 years removed from earning his or her Ph.D. when the nomination period opens (May 15, 2015).
· The nominee must be solicited and nominated through one or more of the ACS Divisions.
· The nominee does not need to be a division member or a member of the ACS.

· Nominations are for The Kavli Foundation Emerging Leader in Chemistry Lecture to be presented at the 251th ACS National Meeting in San Diego, CA.
· All nominations must be submitted by the Division Secretary on behalf of the Division.
